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The following is a suggested plan of study for completion of this degree program.
The goal of a Major Plan is to ensure that students who completed an Associate’s Degree (AA or AS) graduate with no

more than 120 credits and in two years.

e Students are encouraged to take Winter and Summer courses to facilitate their progress towards graduation.
e Transfer students may not need to take all courses in the plan; they should consult with an academic advisor.
