· Document using MLA or APA format, both in-text and in a Works Cited or References list.
· Demonstrate an ability to revise written work through drafting and staged assignments.

Annotated Bibliography & Research Proposal (15%)

This is a formal assignment that builds toward the Final Research Paper. Deadline is non-negotiable (see Course Outline for due date). LATE WORK DOES NOT RECEIVE COMMENTS. Detailed requirements will follow on Blackboard under “Assignments.”

Final Research Paper (40%)
This formal paper showcases the research and revisions you undertake, and it includes a complete and correct Works Cited/Bibliography. LATE DRAFTS DO NOT RECEIVE COMMENTS. Detailed requirements will follow on Blackboard under “Assignments.” The deadline is non-negotiable (see Course Outline for due date).

Final Examination (10%)
Your final examination guides you to produce a reflective essay, which analyzes your research process as a whole. It will take place during the scheduled exam period. More details will follow.
Academic Integrity
A violation of academic integrity is any instance when a student attempts to pass off someone else’s words or ideas as their own, no matter where they obtained those words or ideas, and no matter where these ideas are presented. There is nothing wrong with representing someone else’s ideas in your work; you just have to give them credit, which we will practice in this course.
