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Abstract

This study will be based on a non-transgenic rat model of Alzheimer’s disease. Rats will be injected with the neurotoxin amyloid β-peptide 25-35 (Aβ 25-35) to the intracerebroventricular (ICV) areas of the rat’s brain.  Rats with ICV injections of Aβ 25-35 will show pathological correlations as seen in  Alzheimer’s disease patients. The rats will be tested using three cognitive tests and electroencephalograph (EEG) recordings to assess sleep-wake patterns.
