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Abstract

 

Amyloid _-peptides play an important role in the path physiology of Alzheimer’s disease (AD). The purpose of this study is to create a rat model of AD, characterized by deficits in cognitive functions, and alterations in sleep-wake patterns. In the study, 32 male Sprague-Dawley rats were randomly assigned to four groups. The experimental group were infused with Aβ (25-35) and the control group were infused with Aβ (35-25). Electroencephalograph (EEG) recordings will be used to assess sleep-wake patterns. We hypothesize that the Aβ (25-35) experimental group will exhibit deficits in cognitive function and alterations in sleep-wake patterns when compared to the Aβ (35-25) control group.
